Undo Create Cursor Bug

1. Place a WF Graph onto the FP of a New VI

2. Make the Cursor Legend Visible (right-click on the Graph and choose Visible Items>>Cursor Legend)

3. Create a Cursor (right-click on the Cursor Legend and select Create Cursor>>Single Plot)
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4. Undo the Create Cursor (choose Edit>>Undo from the menu or press <control>+Z)

( Notice that the Cursor is not visible in the Cursor Legend but it is still present in the Graph, as shown in the image below.
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5. Create another Cursor (right-click on the Cursor Legend and select Create Cursor>>Single Plot)
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6. Click on the [-] Tree Node expander of the new Cursor, as shown in the image below.
