If you cannot remove the Front Panel but think you should be able to, check these dialogs for defaults:
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If all of the dialogs have defaults, there are possibly some other items that may be locking the application builder into including the front panel.  Check for:

· Breakpoints in your VI (Main Menu > Browse > Breakpoints)
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· Event Structures
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· Property Nodes that reference the Front Panel control in some way
